The Club with the best Stableford Aggregate score shall hold
the Trophy for one year. Should a composite team win, then the majority club will have naming rights
on the trophy. Each member of the winning team will receive an individual prize and the name of the
winning club will be engraved on the Trophy.

All individual events are open to registered female competitors who hold a current GA handicap.
Golflink numbers must be provided with the entry form.

Competitions shall be played in accordance with the Rules of Golf as adopted by the R&A Golf Club of
St. Andrews, Scotland, subject to local rules that are in force at the time.
